Supplementary Regulations

· Baa to Bash is a touring assembly for classic and sports cars, plus modern sports cars.

· The organiser’s and promoters of the event are the Sporting Bears Motor Club.

· The event will take place in Cumbria and North Yorkshire from 13th - 15th May 2010.

· The event is open to all current members of the Sporting Bears Motor Club for an entry fee of £70. The entry will cover all required fees.
· The event is held under the General regulations of the Motor Sport Association (incorporating the provisions of the International Sporting Code of the FIA) and these supplementary regulations.

· An exemption certificate for this event will be obtained from the Motor Sport Association.

· The maximum number of entries is 40.
· All cars must be currently licensed and hold an MOT certificate (if appropriate).

· All drivers and passengers will be required to sign the Signing On/Indemnity form at the start of the event.

· The organiser’s decision on any matter will be final.
